Mediaco has signed a deal with Manitowoc for 10 Grove mobile cranes to renew its fleet. Since most of the French crane specialist’s rental activities are for three- and four-axle models, the company led the order with seven GMK3060L-1 60 t capacity three-axle all-terrain cranes.

With a maximum chassis length of 8.67 m, the GMK3060L-1 is extremely compact, but it also offers strong load charts. This means it can often complete the work of a larger crane using its 48 m seven-section MEGAFORM boom. It can drive with up to 7.5 t counterweight within 12 t per axle and offers a spacious and comfortable ride from the new Grove carrier cab.

Mediaco also ordered two GMK5150L-1 all-terrain cranes, which also feature the new Grove carrier cab. The GMK5150L-1 is a 150 t capacity five-axle crane that can lift up to 11.8 t at 20 m on the 60 m main boom. It has a maximum counterweight of 44.5 t and can travel with 10.2 t of counterweight within a 12 t per axle configuration. 

Finally, Mediaco purchased a new RT550E rough-terrain crane, which offers the greatest strength and the longest boom (48.8 m) in the 50 t class. Its compact size makes it easy to transport and ideal for congested jobsites where long reach is needed.

“We chose these models for their compact size, long booms and best-in-class taxi and maxi load charts. They are also comfortable and easy to use, which makes life easier for our operators, who arrive on the job feeling relaxed and are able to work efficiently and productively,” said Alexandre Vernazza, CEO at Mediaco Group.
