And set-up is made easier thanks to the Boom Configurator Tool which allows operators to input basic lift parameters and CCS will then program the boom to the required length.

Attendees also highlighted the cranes’ compact carrier dimensions, which facilitate easier access to congested sites, along with their high mobility and fast on-site setup. These features allow contractors to move between jobs quickly and minimize downtime—crucial factors in today’s demanding project environments. They were also able to see firsthand how the cranes provide strong lifting capacities across long boom configurations, delivering both reach and performance without compromising mobility, even in tight or complex jobsite conditions.
